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Volunteer Job Description

Position Title:  Grace Notes Pianist

Program:  Advocacy and Community Education

Source of Supervision: Grace Notes Choir Director

Position Status: Volunteer 1hr/week plus occasional performances

Purpose: An accompanist is desired to support the choir director in leading a group of adult singers with developmental disabilities.  Sight reading, free accompaniment, and transposition on the piano are valuable skills for leading the Grace Notes as a group and as individuals.

Goals:

· To provide for instrumental accompaniment of the Grace Notes in rehearsal and performance.

· To empower the singers as a group and as individuals through collaboration with other leaders of the Grace Notes.

· To educate the community about the abilities of people with developmental disabilities through choir performances, fostering the development of positive public attitudes toward people with developmental disabilities in your role as accompanist.
Schedule: Core hours are 7:00pm-8:00pm on Tuesday evenings for choir rehearsal.  Additionally, the Grace Notes perform about 10 times per year, usually on evenings and weekends.

Training: The Arc of Wake County provides documentation and introductory training in working with people with disabilities.  Introductory training for volunteers is typically thirty minutes.

Responsibilities:

1. Support the choir director in teaching music and choral skills to adults with developmental disabilities through collaborative accompaniment.

2. Inform the choir director of potential schedule conflicts for rehearsals and performances.
